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CONNECTING YOUR DIGITAL CONVERTER BOX

@ Connect the antenna to the ANT IN jack on the back of the converter box.
@ Using the supplied RF Coax Cable, connect the RF OUT jack on the back of

the converter box to the ANTENNA IN jack on the back of your TV.
(NOTE: You may also connect converter box to TV with optional RCA Audio/Video Cables)

© Connect the small end of the Power Supply to the DC IN jack on the back of the
converter box; and plug the other end into a power outlet or surge protector.

® Turn ON the converter box and TV.

@ Set your TV to Channel 3 to match the default CH3 setting of the converter box.

« The converter box and your TV are both
set to Channel 3 (or both 4).

« Once the Auto Channel Searching is
finished, it will automatically exit and
display the first channel found
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
